Naviance NCAA

Extra Credit Hoop Challenge

This assignment is designed to help you start thinking about college and familiarize you with a wonderful tool offered by our guidance department to help you with your college and career selection. The assignment is worth 5 points to complete (plus you will earn 3 extra credit points so you will get 8/5 in the assignment book) and to make it more fun, every game your team/school wins in the NCAA tournament you will receive an addition extra credit point if you turn the assignment in by the due date.

1. Go to the school website http://www.saratogahigh.org/ and click on guidance.

2. Click on the Naviance link in the left toolbar and enter your email and password. If you have forgotten your password contact you can reset it. 

3. Click on “about me” and then go to “my game plan” and fill-in your “game plan” on the left side toolbar. Print out the results!

4. Click on “college search” or “SuperMatch™ college search” and print your final list. If your search parameters are too selective you may end up with zero colleges so make sure you go back and get some colleges.

5. From the list of colleges that you might be interest in select one. Click on Scatter grams or “graph” and try and find that college. If it isn’t one for the college you selected then choose another college that you are interesting in and enter the same. Print out the graph.

6. Click on college search and type in the name of your NCAA College that you drafted out of the hat. Print out the admissions standards and determine whether or not you think you could get into that institution and whether or not you would have interest in the school.  Also state why you would have interest in the school or not.
7. Go to LinkedIn.com and type in your college name.   Then tool around and investigate the University a bit. Print out the school’s main page and on the back write a paragraph explaining why or why you would not be interested in the school and if you think you could get in academically.
8. Follow your team’s progress during the NCAA tournament and if your team wins one or more games, turn in a sheet of paper after their tournament run is over with your name, the school, and the number of wins to receive bonus extra credit.
